1. Audition on Monday, August 28 or Tuesday, August 29, with a call back on Wednesday, August 30.
2. If cast, sign the cast list indicating acceptance of the part and agreement to participate in the production.

3. To get a script, the student will have to bring a parent or guardian to the important orientation meeting on Tuesday, September 5, at 6:30 PM.  The first rehearsal will be from 7:00-9:00 PM that same night.  Student techs may also attend.
4. Gather some or all parts of the actor’s costume in accord with instructions from the costumer and keep track of all parts of the costumes during the production.

5. Supply his or her own personal stage make up kit (we offer several options for sale to student actors, or students may get their own kit).

For student technicians

Attend the tech session on Monday, September 11, 2:30-3:30 in the auditorium to get all of the details about future tech sessions, etc.
For all students in the production
1. Provide contact information and sign a contract agreeing to follow rules and guidelines set forth for participation in the production.
2. Check the call board daily and check email at least several times each week.
3. Participate in production promotions and advertising of tickets.
4. Sell tickets to friends and families.
5. Each student participating in a major production is expected to raise a minimum of $125 through the sale of tickets, ads, and t shirts. Any combination is acceptable.
